My Wolf Druid:

Level:  75

Act: Hell

Trees:

 Elementals; none

   We cant use these in our werewolf forms,  so why waste points into them?

 Summons; Hear of Wolverine

   Heart of Wolverine (often called HoW) adds to your damage,  and you get a good 1500 life at least from Werewolf itself as opposed to Oak Sage

 Shapeshifting; Maxed out Lycanthropy, Werewolf, Fury, and Feral Rage

   Lycanthropy and Werewolf are your building blocks to the top.  They will add large bonuses to your life, attack rating, ammount of time you are in werewolf form, and attack speed

   Fury will be your right click attack.  It can attack    up to 5 targets around you,  dealing a large amount of    damage everytime you hit them!

   Feral Rage will be your left click attack.  This is more painful than a regular attack, drains no mana if you use my weapon set (or any mana leech at all for that matter),  it also adds to your attack speed, running speed,  and damage each time it hits.

Items

Helmet:  Jalals,  this adds +2 to your skills along with other bonuses!

Armor:  Shaftstop works well,  considering it reduces 30% of your incoming damage!

Weapon:   Schaefer's,  this deals huge damage and will be your goal at level 79.  Until then,  Bonehew works VERY well!  With my HoW I can deal 5300 damage!

Gloves:  Sander's give you increased attack speed (IAS) and +40 life with other bonuses as well.

Boots:  Natalya's or Sander's give +40% running speed,  along with your wolf bonus, you will outrun most other characters in the game.

Rings:  Manald's or ANY 6% OR HIGHER LEECH will work.  I cant stress to anyone how important your rings are,  they help more than anything you own.

Amulet:  Any +Skills Amulets,  if they have leech as well it even better

How to Fight

I am going to set my druid into a cow level now,  I will tell you what to do... Set your left click to Feral Rage,  and your right to Fury.  Run into the middle of the cows if you think you are ready,  left click the cows until your red 'orb' is completely built up.  After that you can Fury

your way through them until your Feral Rage runs out,  continue this process until they are clear and move onto the next.
